Introduction:

“It’s human nature to organize things”


Have the students divide themselves into two groups.

Today we are going to look at the major classifications, domains 
and kingdoms, and be able to distinguish the differences.”


Review of vocabulary: prokaryotic, eukaryotic, heterotroph, autotroph, animal cell, plant 
cell
